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ASH WEDNESDAY

Ash Wednesday is the first day of Lent, a roughly 6-week period (not including Sundays) dedicated to prayer,
fasting and almsgiving in preparation for Easter. Your children will have had the opportunity to learn more
about the season of Lent, beginning on Ash Wednesday with a special classroom liturgy.

Just as the season of Advent is a time of waiting before Christmas, a joyful and expectant time when Christians
prepare for the birth of Christ, Lent is also a time of waiting immediately before Easter, but it is a solemn and
expectant time as we remember the sacrifice Jesus made in giving His life for all humanity. The timing of Lent
reflects the 40 days Jesus spent in the desert, hungry and tempted by the devil.

Your children may come home talking about what they have ‘given up’ (fasting/abstinence) during the 40 days
of Lent. You may like to give up something as a family. No matter how you choose to observe Lent with your
children, the key is that you actually do it. Talk to your children about Jesus, about His sacrifice, about their
Saviour.
